What can you do to increase this Asset?





At home:


Don’t tolerate hurtful words or actions in your home.  Model loving, respectful behavior toward your spouse, children, other family members, and friends.


Establish simple but firm house rules about answering the telephone, opening the door to strangers, spending time at home alone, using appliances, watching TV, surfing the Internet, and respecting curfews. 





At school:


Don’t tolerate bullying or disrespect of any kind.


Encourage teachers, administrators, and staff members to get to know students and watch out for their safety.





In your congregation:


Make your building a safe haven for kids in trouble.


Educate the entire congregation on how members can help youth feel safe at home, at school, and in their community.


   


In your community:


Provide young people with safe, supervised times and places where they can hang out with their friends.


Make safety a high priority in parks and other public places.





What youth can do:


Tell your parents if you have any fears or concerns about your safety.


Choose an issue that interests you and promote safety (ex: bicycle safety, first aid, crime prevention, etc.)
