What can you do to increase this Asset?





At home:


Catch your children being honest.


Help your children talk through situations where it’s tempting to be dishonest.  Think of solutions together.


Never punish your kids for being honest with you.





At school:


Establish clear boundaries and consequences for dishonest behavior.  Publish them in the school handbook.


Make it easier for students to be honest than to be dishonest.





In your congregation:


Model honesty as individuals and as a congregation.


Give members a safe place to struggle with tough ethical and personal situations where honesty can be difficult.





In your community:


Notice and affirm young people who act with honesty.


Exhibit honesty when conducting business.





What youth can do:


Admit when you’ve fudged the truth and apologize.


Brainstorm ways to be honest in sticky situations, such as breaking up with a boyfriend or girlfriend.

In a survey of over 3,000 high school students, 9 out of 10 reported that cheating is common in their school.  The #1 reason that they gave for cheating was: It’s not a big deal.  





Give youth an opportunity to tell the truth.  Expect honesty, and model this behavior for children to see.





The 40 developmental assets are  positive values, relationships, experiences, and attributes that young people need to succeed The more assets young people have, the less likely they are to engage in risky behaviors, and the more likely they are to succeed in school.
