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homework


Set aside a specific time each day and stick with it.











What can you do to increase this Asset?





At home:


Provide a quiet, comfortable, well-lit place for your kids to study without distractions.


Work with your children to set up a regular homework schedule, then respect it.  Arrange dinner and family events around the homework schedule.





At school:


Regularly assign homework and hold students accountable for completing it and turning it in.


Communicate with other teachers about homework, test schedules, and long-term assignments.  Spread them out evenly over the year so students aren’t swamped.





In your congregation:


Set up a homework hotline staffed by adults and high school students from the congregation.


Open the youth room after school as a study and homework center.  Staff it with adult volunteers.





In your community:


Expect young people to complete their homework as a requirement for participating in activities and programs.


Schedule a “homework hour” before after-school or evening activities.





What youth can do:


Make homework your first priority - before favorite TV programs, time with your friends, extracurricular activities, even a job. 


If you have no homework, spend time reading more about a particular interest.
