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What can you do to increase this Asset?





At home:


Go to the museum together to look at exhibits that are related to your child’s classes. 


Make attending school events a priority.  Keep track of them on a family calendar.





At school:


Send notes home to parents frequently about what students are working on and learning in class.  


Personally contact each student’s family at least once during the school year.





In your congregation:


Don’t schedule activities for youth that conflict with important school activities.


Offer workshops for parents on how to get involved in their children’s school.


   


In your community:


Coordinate activities with the school(s) so parents and kids don’t have to choose between school events and community events.


Allow and encourage employees to volunteer time at schools.





What youth can do


Talk to your parents about school.  Remind them about special events a few days in advance.  Let them know you really want them to be involved.

The 40 developmental assets are   the essential building blocks that help all youth make positive choices, and grow into confident, responsible, healthy, and caring citizens.  The more assets young people have, the less likely they are to engage in risky behaviors, and the more likely they are to succeed in school.





Parents play a critical role in their children’s education. They should talk with and listen to their children about school, assure that schoolwork gets completed, attend school activities, and volunteer at school. 





Students whose parents are involved in their school are less likely to have learning or behavior problems and more likely to resist negative peer pressure and demonstrate a more positive attitude.
